1. Describe the pertinent questions to ask on a past medical and family history to identify significant bleeding disorders.
2. Differentiate between primary hemostasis and secondary hemostasis problems based on the clinical bleeding presentation.

Acute leukemia:

Myeloproliferative Neoplasms
1. Define myeloproliferative neoplasms (MPNs). List the four most common MPNs and the gene mutations associated with each. 
2. Make a table listing clinical syndrome, lab values, diagnosis, and treatment based on risk stratification of each of the following: chronic myelogenous leukemia, polycythemia vera, essential thrombocytosis, and primary myelofibrosis.
