1. Describe the purpose of the Lynch algorithm. 
1. Describe the questions, in order, that a clinician should ask when evaluating a skin lesion in order to place the diagnosis in one of the ten major diagnostic groups. (Starting with, “Is the lesion fluid-filled (blister) or solid?”)
1. Know at least 3 diseases from each of the ten diagnostic groups. 
1. Define the primary types of skin lesions including a macule, papule, patch, plaque, pustule, wheal, vesicle, and bulla.
1. Define some of the secondary changes to skin lesions such as scale, crust, lichenification and excoriation.
