Pancreatic Cancer:
1. Know the types of tumors that affect the pancreas. List three types of tumors which may be a precursor of pancreatic adenocarcinoma.
2. List the known environmental and genetic risk factors for pancreatic cancer.
3. Once pancreatic cancer is diagnosed, describe how it is staged and how it is determined to be surgically resectable.
4. Describe the adjuvant chemotherapeutic regimen used for patients who have a good performance status and can tolerate aggressive chemotherapy. 
5. For patients with metastatic disease, know the preferred combination regimen for first line and second-line therapy and the potential side effects of these therapeutic agents.
6. Describe a situation where a patient does not make the tumor marker CA19-9 despite having pancreatic cancer and how this may falsely reassure clinicians.
