Fever of Unknown Origin
1. Define and classify Fever of Unknown Origin (FUO) using historical and modern criteria and understand where rheumatic diseases fit in the differential diagnosis.
2. Recognize key clinical clues in history and examination that suggest an underlying rheumatic cause of fever, including features of conditions such as Systemic lupus erythematosus, Giant cell arteritis, Adult onset Still’s disease, and Hemophagocytic lymphohistiocytosis.
3. Interpret laboratory and imaging findings appropriately in the evaluation of FUO including ferritin, autoantibodies (ANA, ANCA, RF, anti-CCP), and the role of FDG-PET-CT in identifying inflammatory versus malignant or infectious causes.
4. Differentiate rheumatic diseases from infection and malignancy in patients presenting with persistent fever, particularly before initiating immunosuppressant therapy
5. Apply a structured, evidence-based diagnostic algorithm to efficiently investigate fever when a systemic inflammatory rheumatic disease is suspected.
