Cancer Prevention Jeopardy:

Breast Cancer Screening
1. Understand how to evaluate a woman's risk for breast cancer using the scoring tool at https://bcrisktool.cancer.gov/
2. This tool categorizes women based on their 5-year, 10-year, and lifetime risk. Understand the limitations of the tool and in which patients this tool cannot be used.
3. Compare the recommendations for average risk and high-risk patients according to the USPSTF and the American Cancer Society for breast cancer screening.

Lung Cancer
1. List several risk factors for lung cancer and know the primary types of non-small cell lung cancer.
2. Describe the USPSTF screening guidelines for lung cancer, including eligibility criteria, 
screening modality and frequency. 
3. Identify the TNM stages designated “Early Stage” disease when surgical resection is recommended.  Describe how to determine if someone is a candidate for lung resection. Know the indications for radiation and adjuvant chemotherapy after surgical resection.
4. Define “Locally Advanced Disease” in terms of staging. For patients with advanced disease who are not surgically resectable, know the treatment options. 
5. Describe the molecular alterations that should be evaluated in patients with metastatic lung cancer and the targeted treatments that may be available based on these targets. 
6. Describe the recommended staging for patients diagnosed with SCLC.
