1. List the common clinical manifestations of GERD. 
2. Distinguish GERD from common mimickers such as functional heartburn, eosinophilic esophagitis, cardiac chest pain and gastroparesis. 
3. Evaluate patients with persistent or refractory symptoms and understand the role of diagnostic testing including upper endoscopy, ambulatory pH testing and pH-impedance monitoring. 
4. Select appropriate initial therapy, including lifestyle interventions, H2RA and PPI therapy (including choice of agent, timing of therapy and duration of therapy) based on symptoms, severity and RFs. Recognize the risks of long-term PPI therapy. 
5. Understand the appropriate indications for upper endoscopy, Barrett's esophagus screening and GI referral based on alarm symptoms and risk stratification.
