 Idiopathic Inflammatory Myopathies
1. Recognize the clinical manifestations and distinguish them from other muscle diseases.
2. Differentiate major subtypes: Dermatomyositis, Polymyositis, Immune-Mediated Necrotizing Myopathy, and Inclusion Body Myositis.
3. Recognize extra-muscular manifestations, emphasizing that myositis is a systemic disease.
4. Understand the role of Myositis-Specific Antibody Test in diagnosis.
5. Review the role of diagnostic tools including EMG/NCS, MRI, and muscle biopsy.
6. Understand the basic principles of evidence-based management.
